Stark Metropolitan Housing Authority Improves Quality of Life for Seniors in Public Housing 

Canton Mayor Richard Watkins, joined by U.S. Department of Energy’s John Devine and Representative Ralph Regula (R-Ohio), will host a ribbon-cutting ceremony on October 15, celebrating the completion of the newly redeveloped Cherrie Turner Towers, a low-income, senior, housing development in Canton, Ohio.
